PATTEN STREET John Patten 
(1905-1957) 

Aboriginal Leader, 
Soldier, Journalist, 
Public Speaker. Bom 
at Moama, NSW he 
earned his living as a 
labourer and a boxer 
before becoming 
involved in radical 
Aboriginal politics in 
1930. Patten 
organised Aboriginal 
groups along coastal 
NSW and spoke on 
Aboriginal rights in 
the Domain. In 1937 
he became president 
of the Aborigine's 
Progressive 
Association and with 
William Ferguson he 
organised a "Day of 
Mourning" on 
Australia Day 1938. 
He served with the 
6th Division in the 
Middle East and was 
severely wounded in 
1942. A forceful 
organiser and 
journalist, he worked 
for Aboriginal rights 
until the time of his 
death.
