Statement of Reasons:
This Instrument proposes to amend the annual target for the Accountability Indicator:
1.4b Regulation, Assurance and Quality - Number of regulated service providers, to align the target with the updated definition of an “active provider” for the purpose of NDIS reporting which has resulted in a significant change in the number of reported NDIS providers in the ACT.
The definition of an “active provider” has been expanded to include all NDIS providers who have received a payment within the reporting period, as opposed to the previous definition which only included providers servicing participants who had their plan managed by the National Disability Insurance Agency.
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
