(see ss 3-6) 
Special Event Declaration 
Under section 214D (1) of the Liquor Act 2010 (the Act), the Head of Access Canberra may declare an event to be a special event. This provides for extended trading where a licensee may supply liquor at the licensed premises during any extended trading period stated in Column 3. 
A licensee must comply with any conditions stated in Column 4. 
In making this declaration, the Head of Access Canberra is satisfied that an event stated in Column 1 is a significant event at an international, national, State, Territory or local level, and that it is in the public interest to make this declaration.
